What is the danger?
e Creams with high levels of mercury can damage the brain, nerves, kidneys, and skin.
o Children are especially vulnerable to mercury.

e If children touch the cream on your skin, it puts their health in danger.

What to do:

e CHECK THE LABEL. Several names are used for mercury. Do not use any cream that contains:
mercury, calomel, mercuric, mercurous or mercurio.

¢ Do not use any skin lightening cream that does not list the ingredients. It may have mercury in it.
